Also that Kassie is of good character and works well with people.

Joel Cosgrove spoke in favour of the co-option.

Kassie Hartendorp spoke in favour of the co-option, citing reasons of her involvement in campaigns such as the Gender and Women’s Studies Change Proposal Campaign and Thursdays in Black.  Also leadership experience in high school.
